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INTRODUCTION TO MODERN SYSTEM OF PUBLIC
HEALTH

The purpose of work: To acquaint the wide medical public with the
international normative-legal basis of public health and to stimulate them
to more profound studying of these aspects, proceeding from merely indi-
vidual needs and interests at public health reforming.

Health, illness, well-being in family - these words, concepts, condi-
tions which to some extent are constant care and the subject of discus-
sions at the level of the governments of all the countries over the world.

The sphere of public health covers the great complex of public rela-
tions - medical, administrative, organizational which are regulated by dif-
ferent areas of the legislation-constitutional, administrative, labor, civil,
economic, criminal, etc. All of this has forced to recognize, that functions
of the protection service of public health are far beyond actually rendering
medical services to the population. At the same time, as the basic mo-
ment during the treatment the relations aroused between the patient and
the medical worker (more often with the doctor) at rendering medical aid
act are developed.

Organizers of public health should consider apart the specificity and
economic potential of the country, the international experience and the
best indices of the some countries in the field of the organization of pub-
lic health services, and also current normative standards of the interna-
tional organizations of public health , in particular, the WHO and VMA.

Knowledge of matters of the modern organization of public health is
the indispensable condition in activity of each leader in this sphere in
particular, and the medical public as a whole. Now for performance of the
administrative functions in the field of public health services it is neces-
sary for many heads of any establishment to improve, at least, and peri-
odically to actualize the knowledge concerning the legislation in the field
of public health, structure and staffs of controls of medical aid and medi-
cal establishments, categories of patients, system of preparation and im-
provement of professional skill of the subordinated personnel.

Important items in the field of public health services are the resolu-
tion of disputes, claims, and sometimes the legal problems appearing owing
to nonprofessional medical practice, medical mistakes, protection of the
rights of patients or protection of interests of medical workers, and also
introduction of modern organizational approaches in sphere of rendering
of medical services or pharmaceutical activity.

The legislation in the field of public health services, considering ex-
perience of the advanced countries of the world and the separate interna-
tional organizations demands constant updating in compliance with the
changes occurred in life of the state and the society.

Conclusion: realization of different tasks in the field of public health
services provides active development of sciences of management of the
organization of public health and the medical right. In the developed coun-
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tries of the world already for a long time these specialties or their ana-
logues actively develop.

At present time knowledge of normative-legal base in this area are
necessary to all workers of public health as their activity is regulated by
norms of the right of this branch. Last years the needs of international -
legal basis of modern public health knowledge is increased, as well as the
international-legal regulation of protection of human rights, that without
any doubts it is necessary to consider during the students study at higher
educational institutions.

Knowledge of the international normative -legal basis of social sys-
tem including public health is necessary also for lawyers in purpose of
the decision of the disputable moments of infringements of the rights both
as the patient, and the worker of the public health, arising in sphere of
rendering of medical aid.
